The
concepl of the Anthropocene. deemed by Bruno Latour “the best
aliernative we have to usher us oul of the netion of modernization”,
blurs the distinction between human and geological history (Dipesh
Chakrabarty). All accouns of the Anthropocene stress thmt the
separation between a namre severed from human history and a culture
distinct Trom nature is no longer viable in an age where humans are
profoundly affecting the earth’s climate, Thinking culture along with
the Anthropocene opens o route Tor vital discussions about the
essence, disciplinary constellation, and methodological complexity
of the emerging #one of inguiry that we have begun to call the
envirnnmentel humanities. The concept of the Anthropocene asks that
we should think and imagine on s complete different scale, vastly
global in seope and vastly historical in extent, in making decisions
absout countless matters of environmental concern. And it asks thal
we ke seriously the specific responsibilities that arise from this
shifting of perspectives. As Tobias Boes puts it “As we horl Torward
o the Anthropocene, our continued survival will hinge in part on
our ability to conceive of new ways of imagining the Earth (and by
extenston nlso the human species) in both the sttistical and the

sutopoctic fashion necessitated by modern climate science.”
